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PART ONE
GENERAL

1.1 Purpose and Scope

a.

The purpose of this Technical Arrangement (TA) is to outline the concept of Host Nation
Support (HNS) provided to the Forces transiting through the territory of the Hellenic
Republic for the NATO led exercise (EX) “Noble Jump 2017” (NOJP 17) and to clarify
general procedures and arrangements necessary to enable the designated NATO
Commander, Commander Allied Joint Force Command Naples (COM JFCNP) and the
Host Nation (HN) to effectively fulfil their responsibilities identified in the “Memorandum
of Understanding TMOU) “BetWwéernthe Gavernment of the Hellenic Republic and
Supreme Headquarters Allied Powers Europe Regarding the Provision of Host Nation
Support for the Execution of NATO Operations / Exercises”, signed on 28 July/05 Aug
2008, hereinafter referred to as “the MOU” with respect to provision of HNS.

The TA supplements the MOU and supports the development of the Statements of
Requirements (SORs)/Movement requests, which detail specifically the support to be
provided to each deployed entity of the NATO Command Structure (NCS), NATO Force
Structure (NFS) and Sending Nations (SN), participating in the EX NOJP 17, hereinafter
referred to as “the’Forces”. The SORs provide details on reimbursement procedures and
other site specific procedures necessary to access HNS.

Reference documents applicable to this TA are at Annex A.

1.3 Definitions, Terms, Acronyms and Abbreviations

Definitions, Terms, Acronyms and Abbreviations applicable to this TA are at Annex B.

1.4 Situation

a.

The EX NOJP 17 trains and tests the ability of selected Very High Readiness Joint Task
Force (VJTF) forces to deploy on short notice to BGR/ROU integrating Multinational
Division — South East (MND-SE) and respective NATO Forces integration Unit (NFIUs)
in the planning and execution.

The EX NOJP17 will be conducted in two phases. Phase one (ALERTEX / NOJP1) will
be conducted on short notice during a time window from 1 Feb — 31 Mar 2017 and
phase two (DEPLOYEX / NOJP2) during a time window from 1 Apr — 15 Jun 2017.

A detailed plan of the Forces, identifying the deployed entities and their final
destinations, will be provided to the HN. Each SN/Multinational HQ (MNHQ) deployed
entity will require HNS. The required HNS is not limited to access to the HN
infrastructure, but can include provision of supplies and services, force protection and
security by the HN. Each SN/MNHQ of the Forces will be required to specify and detail
its own specific HNS requirements and arrangements, conveyed through coordinated
SORs to Allied Rapid Reaction Corps (ARRC). ARRC will provide consolidated SORs to
the HN.

1.5 HNS Mission

The HN will provide support to the greatest extent possible, based on national priorities,
capabilities and available resources, to the Forces on its territory during the preparation,
deployment, execution and redeployment stages of EX NOJP 17. The areas and scope of the
required support will be detailed in the SORs/Movement requests. HNS may be rendered free of
charge, prepaid or on a reimbursable basis, to include direct financial reimbursement, replacement
in kind and/or equal value exchange.

1.6 Execution

Upon request, the HN will support the Forces deployed in or transiting through its territory to
facilitate their arrival and to ensure that they exit the HN territory with their equipment and supplies.
The Forces personne! will assist HN, as required, in the offloading, staging and onward movement
of the Forces equipment arriving at designated air- and/or seaports of disembarkation
(APOD/SPOD), Railheads (RH) or border crossing points. The HN will furnish all possible aid for
the provision of HNS within their means and capabilities. The availability of such support will be
clarified in the SORs.

1.7 Command and Control (HNS Coordination and Reporting)

a. The Command and Control (C2) structure of the Forces participating in the EX will be
provided in the applicable OPLAN. HNS Coordination and Reporting will be performed
via an integrated system composed of SNs Liaison Officers (LNOs), Multinational
Division — South East (MND-SE), NATO Forces Integration Units (NFIUs), Host Nation
Support Coordination Cells (HNSCC).

b. The HNSCC will be established in the HN upon the Forces deployment to coordinate the
HNS provided for the purpose of this TA. A list of HNSCC POCs is available at annex E.

c. The HN will establish a National Movement Coordination Centre (NMCC) and ARRC will
establish a HNS Point of Contact (POC) in order to coordinate, prioritize, and supervise
provision of the decided support to the Forces. The Land Component Command (ARRC)
will be responsible for coordination of the requirements of the Forces, prioritizing them in
case of any arising shortfalls. A list of points of contact (POCs) is available at Annex E.

1.8 Responsibilities
a. NATO Commander. In addition to those listed in the MOU, the following are
responsibilities of the NATO Commander:
(1) Co-ordinate HNS planning and site surveys, in accordance with the decided SORs.

(2) Co-ordinate the provision of SORs/Movement requests by Participating Units and
SNs.

(3) Provide HN with a consolidated, de-conflicted list of SORs/Movement requests
reflecting the level of support required.

(4) Liaise with HNS POC, NMCC and SNs/Multinational Headquarters (MNHQs).

(5) Co-ordinate the transit/deployment of SNs and MNHQs in accordance with the
Multinational Detailed Deployment Plan (MNDDP).
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if necessary, collate the financial information necessary for the refund of VAT for
expenses incurred while deployed/transiting in the HN, for the services contracted
directly by ARRC from commercial or civil sources.

Maintain visibility over national and multinational logistic efforts and ensure that the
logistic effort supports the operational concept.

Maintain visibility over national and multinational deployments.

. In addition to those listed in the MOU, the following are responsibilities of the HN:

Support and participate in joint site surveys.

Provide detailed HNS assessment on its ability to meet the support required and
reply to the SORs, which will represent the formal offer of support.

Provide facilities and services as outlined in the applicable Reception Staging
Onward Movement (RSOM) Plan/Multi Nationai Detailed Deployment Plan
(MNDDP) and decided SOR in accordance with this TA.

Conduct RSOM in support of the NATO Commander for the deploying forces in
accordance with the agreed SORs and applicable RSOM Plan/MNDDP.

Establish a NMCC with the appropriate level of manning for all the duration of the
Exercise.

Provide logistic support, facilities and services as outlined in Annex C and as
decided in the SORs detailed in the MNDDP, for the execution of the Exercise, in
accordance with the provisions of the financial section of this document.

Provide Movement Control, including Escort and Force Protection as detailed in the
SOR/Movement request.

Approve, control and coordinate the use of military/civilian infrastructure and
facilities, such as Convoy Support Centres (CSC), refuelling points, safe heavens in
accordance with decided SORs/Movement requests.

Provide minimum Role 1 Medical Treatment Facility (MTF) open 24/7, emergency
dental care and medical evacuation by available medical means to a higher level of
MTFs (military and/or civilian hospitals) on HN territory as specified at annex C.

c. SNs and MNHQs. In addition to those listed in the MOU, the following are
responsibilities of the SNs/MNHQs:

(M

Identify and submit the HNS requirements (including Radio Frequency Spectrum)
and movement requests to the HN using the SOR format and conduct site surveys
upon HN explicit approval.

Assist, as required, the HN in execution of RSOM for deploying forces in
accordance with agreed SORs and applicable RSOM Plan/MNDDP.

Comply with HN prerequisite provisions for receiving HNS.
Respect, upon entry in the HN territory, the HN’s laws, rules and regulations.

Reimburse the HN for support received in accordance with the provision of this TA
and the SORs/Movement requests when applicable.

Ensure a liaison to the HNS coordination system outlined in Para 1.7, to coordinate
the HNS. The SN representative must have authority to sign revised SORs.

During execution, identify new or changing HNS requirements.
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(8) SNs remain responsible for the timely coordination with the HN if directly contracting
for goods or services.

(9) If wishing to abide to the provisions of this TA, provide a Note of Accession
(NOA)/Statement of Intent (SOI) for this TA to HQ JFCNP through the ARRC.
JFCNP will submit the NoA/Sol to the HN.

PART TWO
FINANCIAL PROCEDURES

2.1 Financial Guidelines

The following guidelines supplement the general financial considerations provided in the MOU.
Procedures in accordance with applicable STANAGs (Standardization Agreements) cited, apply
to both PfP as well as NATO nations. All bills for contracts, claims, and payments will be in the
HN's currency.

a. General.

(1) Reimbursement for Supplies and Services. The Forces will reimburse the HN for
all jointly decided supplies and services rendered by the HN, except those supplies
and services, which are provided at no cost or on loan as specifically detailed in
Annex C. Reimbursable support and services will be detailed in the SORs. In
general, procedures as detailed in STANAG 2034 and the MOU will be applied.

(2) Loaned Equipment. Any equipment loaned to the Forces will be taken over upon
completion of the exercise re-deployment. Damaged loaned items will be reported
to the HN at the time of joint formal acceptance inspection, at which time
reimbursement as appropriate for repair or replacement will be negotiated in paper.
Such reimbursement will not include ordinary wear and tear.

(3) Financial and Budget Arrangements.

a. Detailed financial arrangements will be specified within each SOR or individual
order for supplies or services. These arrangements will always refer to the
financial provisions of this TA.

b. All accounts will be settled in accordance with provisions established in this TA
and the SORs for EX NOJP 17. These may, on an exceptional basis, vary from
procedures outlined in STANAG 2034.

(4) Secondary Provisions. Where a NATO MNHQ and/or SN arranges for the costs
of HNS provided to its forces to be paid for by another SN, the HN will conclude the
required SORs with the financing NATO HQ/MNHQ/SN which will act on behalf of
the other involved participants. All support to be provided will be accepted upon
through the SORs.

(5) Types of costs, funding descriptions, and general financial responsibilities are
detailed in the MOU.

(6) All invoices will be in English.
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b. Cost Formulas.

In the spirit of collective effort, HNs are generally expected to provide a reasonable
degree of support to the Forces. Incremental costs should be considered as eligible for
reimbursement. The following general cost guidance will be observed.

(1) NATO Common Funded Costs: Covers costs that the Resource Planning Policy
Board (RPPB) recommended and the NAC approved as both eligible and affordable
for funding through the NATO international budgets. It is important to note that
eligibility for common funding does not automatically equals affordability. In
principle, only costs associated with Peace Establishment based NCS structures
participation in training activities or the provision and the certification of NFS HQ
either in the joint operational role or as a NATO Response Force (NRF) component
command HQ will be included in the common funded budgets.

(2) Shared Costs. Includes funding for costs that are affirmed in advance to be the
responsibility of more than one nation and are to be borne in accordance with a pre-
agreed cost sharing formula The HN and the Forces will decide the proportion of
the costs identified, which can be considered as additional by one of the following
methods:

a. Personnel Related. Where additional costs are incurred to the HN by the entry
of the Forces’ personnel and such costs are directly in relation to the total
personnel occupancy of the basefinstallation, then such costs will be borne by
the Forces on a proportional basis as negotiated in individual SORs. Payment in
this context will not include reimbursement for HN military personnel costs,
unless decided in advance.

b. Equipment or Task Related. Where additional costs are incurred to the HN by
the entry of extra equipment (aircraft or other major equipment), then such
incremental costs will be borne by the Forces on a pro-rata basis in accordance
with the number of major equipment/aircraft. When the HN incurs additional
costs due to the extension of the normal base operating hours to accommodate
the exercise task, then such incremental costs will be borne by the Forces. Both
costs are individually negotiated in the relevant SORs. Payment in this context
does not generally contemplate reimbursement for HN military personnel costs
or use of HN military-owned equipment, unless agreed in advance.

(3) Direct National Costs. The cost of resources provided to and used by only a single
SN, or a NATO Participating Unit will be borne by the receiving SN, or NATO
Participating Unit.

c. Payment and Reimbursement Procedures

All decided reimbursable HN expenses required to support the common funded activities
(see above § 2.1. b (1)) during the Exercise will be considered NATO common costs and
will be paid for from the NATO approved budget.

(1) STANAG 2034. Settlement of expenditures between nations will be made in
accordance with STANAG 2034, unless otherwise stated in the applicable SORs.
General reimbursement procedures for HN supplies and services are outlined in
Annex C.
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(2) Military Resources. Equipment, services and facilites available from military
sources on HN air stations, army bases or naval installations will be provided free of
charge where possible (except for incremental costs), as specifically defined in
Annex C.

(3) Commercial/Civil Resources. Support from commercial or civil sources will be paid
for by the organization that incurred these expenses (costs lie with the requester),
whether arranged by the Forces or the HN.

(4) Payment. SORs decided between the Forces and the HN will specify in detail the
precise means of payment or reimbursement. Payment for equipment or services
will be conducted by one or several of the following means:

a. Payments in accordance with STANAG 2034.

b. Payment in exchange such as replacement in kind or exchange in equal value,
in accordance with existing bilateral agreements.

(5) HNS Documentation. The HN is responsible for documentation of expenses
obtained on behalf of the Forces.

Medical Financial Arrangements

(1) The provision, supply, maintenance and recovery of medical materiel, including
blood, remains, in principle, a national responsibility, however, the SN may request
HNS in this area by establishing mutual logistics support agreements.

(2) Role 1 is Sending Nations responsibility. However, Allied Forces will have access to
HN Role 1, Role 2, Role 3 and Role 4 medical and dental capabilities, pursuant to
the provisions of Article IX, section 5 of NATO SOFA.

(3) The HN will provide support to adequately collect, evacuate, treat and hospitalize
casualties, in accordance with extant NATO doctrinal medical standards.

(4) The HN emergency medical evacuation system (MEDEVAC) must be able, within its
means and capabilities, of evacuating patients to Medical Treatment Facilities at all
times.

(5) Treatment and consultations provided by unit or garrison medical services and
medical evacuation by military means, including air medical evacuation, will be free
of charge subject to the same provisions as members of the HN Armed Forces.
Where assistance is required from the HN to transfer injured personnel to a hospital
of the Forces choice using HN assets, the Forces will accept responsibility for any
reimbursement required for the transportation costs involved.

(6) The Forces will pay the HN for emergency evacuation by civil medical
transportation, as well as medical care extended to its personnel at local civilian
facilities, taking into consideration limitations applicable based on health insurance
regulations. The Forces may take advantage of the provisions of any international or
bilateral arrangements on medical/social security to defray costs of treatment in the
HN.
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(7) SN soldiers with a valid medical insurance document (e.g. European Health
Insurance Card) will not be charged personally for any costs related to emergency
care. The determination of payment will be managed by HN and SN.

2.2 Contractual Guidelines

a.  ARRC will draft, administer and engage in its respective contracts on behalf of NATO in
accordance with its financial and contracting regulations. Should SN require NATO contracting
to be conducted on their behalf then SN financial authority must be formally delegated in
advance of this request and resource ARRC with the SN Contract Officer. The designated
NATO Contracting Officer(s) are the only personnel authorised to start the contracting process
on behalf of NATO. SNs may contract directly and independently for services or goods
provided from commercial or civilian sources and ‘costs will lie where they fall’, i.e. SN will pay
and will have the primary responsibility for the execution of such contracts and purchases.

b. The Forces are authorized to contract directly for commercially provided goods and
services, and have the primary responsibility for the execution of such contracts/purchases.
However, the ARRC Contracting Officer may facilitate SN contracts by linking SN Contract
Officers with Suppliers principle.

c. The HN will facilitate the contracting/purchase of goods and services required by the
Forces. There will be a designated contracting point of contact (POC) provided by the HN
(preferable within the HNSCC), who will recommend vendors and assist in the preparation of
contracts to facilitate purchases, and to serve as an interface between civilian vendors and the
Forces contracting/purchasing authorities. The HN will not enter into any financial
arrangements without the previous consent of the Forces. For contracts concluded directly
between SN and civilian contractors, financial provisions and methods of reimbursement of
such contracts will be accepted by the SN and any claims arisen they will be resolved
between the SN and civilian contractors.

d. Goods and services provided by the HN on a reimbursable basis documented in the
SORs will not require an additional contract.

e. It is envisaged that there may be some contracted or purchased services that will be
conducted on a bi-lateral basis outside this TA.

PART THREE
LEGAL ASPECTS

3.1 Tax, Fee and Duty relief

a. In accordance with the NATO SOFA and Paris Protocol, as well as the MOU, activities
of International Headquarters, operational sites, NATO owned and/or chartered vessels,
aircraft, vehicles, Petrol, Qil and Lubricants (POL), and of forces will be exempt from all taxes,
duties, state tolls, fees, and all similar charges, whenever possible and in compliance with the
implementing rules and legislation of the HN, as applicable. The NATO SOFA, and the Paris
Protocol, which implement immunities and privileges for visiting Forces, to inciude
International Military Headquarters will be applied to any headquarters element or detachment
that may deploy to HN following the implementation of the exercise. For the purposes of this
EX, those exemptions will also be extended to MNHQs and SN forces. This includes all
necessary arrangements for operating and managing Moral/Welfare/Recreation
arrangements by the Forces.
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b. Where complete exemption from taxes, duties, fees, tolls, and similar charges is not
possible, charges will not be levied at a higher rate than applied to the HN Armed Forces. All
expenses should be processed with the least amount of accompanying administrative
requirements

3.2 Customs

In accordance with the NATO SOFA and Paris Protocol, as well as the MOU and in accordance
with the HN implementing laws and regulations, as applicable, the following general customs
declarations and manifesting requirements will apply to the Forces:

a. Forces may import and re-export free of duties and taxes, military equipment and assets
required by the Forces and reasonable quantities of provisions, supplies and other goods for
the exclusive use of the Forces. That duty and tax-free importation is dependent on the
deposit of a custom declaration, Form 302 (see Annex A of STANAG 2455 / AMovP-2(B), at
the customs office of the HN.

b. Goods which have been imported into the HN duty-free will not be disposed of unless
permitted to do so by the HN. Goods purchased in the HN will be exported from the HN in
accordance with the laws and regulations of the HN.

c. Members of the Force will carry the following documents when entering or crossing the
borders of the HN and present them on demand:

(1) NATO/National Military Identification (national ID or passport for the civilian
members).

(2) NATO Travel Order.

(3) NATO Security clearance applicable to respective Forces will be requested in
accordance with the HQs SOPs.

The HN will accept these documents, as appropriate documents for entry or border
crossing by members of the Force.

d. Customs Manifesting. To comply with HN customs, all Forces’ units and personnel
(defined here as individuals travelling separately or in small groups either as personnel
replacements or as stand-alone or detachments of another unit) will be manifested on all
infout-bound modes of travel (e.g. aircraft, ships, vessels, trains, vehicles).

3.3 Carriage of Arms

The Forces during their transit through and stay in the HN's territory will store and move firearms
and weapons, separate with live and training ammunition, in secure and sealed containers. While
in the territory of the HN possession, carriage and usage of firearms, weapons and ammunition by
the Forces are strictly prohibited.

3.4 Force Protection (FP)

a. The FP is implemented in accordance with the HN law and the provisions described in
the “MOU" and detailed in the NOJP 17 Exercise Plan (EXPLAN). The HN will provide FP
during the presence of the Forces on the HN territory.
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b. The HN is responsible for the external and infrastructural security of the Training areas
and perimeter protection of all facilities used by the Forces during the exercise and during
official EX events outside military facilities. Security and FP within the exercise sites and CPs
is SN own responsibility.

¢c. The Forces are responsible for identifying all FP requirements with the HN (through
ARRC). On scene Commander and HN jointly share the responsibility for FP, including
transit. However, the HN has the primary responsibility for the protection of Allied Forces on
its territory.

d. ARRC will co-ordinate all provided HN and SN FP efforts as appropriate to the protection
of the Force. HN will inform ARRC and JFCNP on possible restrictions or limitations to cover
FP to NATO forces.

e. HN will provide comprehensive FP to NATO forces participating in NOJP17 exercise and
detailed plans as appropriate. A specific FP Plan will cover the DVD related activities. JFCNP
is responsible of developing a joint FP Plan coordinated with HN to facilitate implementation
of FP during the exercise to all Forces under command.

f.  HN will provide FP POC at all levels necessary to coordinate the support provided.

g. Upon request HN will provide general Threat Assessment to NATO forces participating in
the exercise, and Local Threat Assessments for all exercise locations where related activities
are conducted and areas where personnel is accommodated. In accordance with Threat
Assessments HN will provide FP recommendations to NATO forces.

3.5 Environmental Protection

The HN will provide the Forces with copies in the English language of environmental compliance
rules or standards, which will apply during the course of the EX. The standards will be no higher
than those under which the HN Armed Forces operate. The Forces will comply with HN
environmental standards. Upon arrival of the Forces a Joint Acceptance Environmental Inspection
will take place in formal form. Upon completion of the Exercise a Joint Final Environmental
Inspection will take place as well in order to avoid misunderstandings. Damage caused by failure to
comply with the standards so notified, will be remedied by the Force causing the damage and
possible claims will be settled in accordance with Article VIII of the NATO SOFA.

a. The participants will pursue a preventive approach to environmental protection. To this
end, all problems that may arise shall be dealt under the supervision of the Environmental
Protection Officer, appointed by the Forces and the HN, in order to prevent any lasting
damage to the environment or engagement of the human health and safety.

b. Forces/Sending Nations will undertake reasonable measures to protect the environment
in accordance with the relevant policies. The efforts shall be guided by respect of local
regulations, standard and policies as generally and uniformly applied and enforced within HN,
in addition, by relevant NATO environmental standards, requirements and policies accepted
and implemented by the participants. HN will provide Forces/Sending Nations with common
guidance on environmental protection in the E&T area in the English language prior to the
start of the activity.

c. In the event of an environmental incident or accident (e.g. Spill of Petroleum, Oil or
Lubricants) as a result of its own activities, Forces will carry out the remediation of any
environmental impacts and immediately inform the HN. Forces/Sending Nations will request
within their SOR, additional environmental response support, to include spill response.
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d. According the decided SORs, HN will provide storage, collection and disposal of all
wastes to include solid waste, medical waste and waste in conformity with HN regulations. HN
upon request by SOR, will provide containers for hazardous and non-hazardous wastes in
training areas.

3.6 Claims

a. Forthe purposes of this TA, non-contractual claims shall be dealt with in accordance with
the NATO SOFA. For non-contractual claims where the NATO SOFA is not applicable, the
interested Participants will subject the matter to bilateral consultation and resolution, without
recourse to any national or international tribunal or any other third party for settlement.
Contract claims will be settled in accordance with the provisions of article 7.5 of the MOU.

b. The HN and Forces will nominate a representative as a POC to be responsible for claims
processing.

c. The HN will waive its claims, in accordance with the provisions of the NATO SOFA
{Article VHII) and Paris Protocol (Article VI).

3.7 Movement and stay in the territory of the HN

a. Forces are allowed entry into, movement within and departure from the HN's territory in
accordance with the provisions of Article Ill of the NATO SOFA, and the procedures
described in AJP 4.4 “Movement and Transportation Doctrine”, and Allied Movement
Publications (AMovP) 1 through 6.

b. In accordance with AMovP-3(B) Chapter 2 military personnel (including their personal
luggage, individual weapons and official documents) are to be in possession of their NATO
Travel Order for individual or collective movement.

¢. Prior to the commencement of the EX , Forces will submit to the HN MOD, through the
HNS POC, updated information regarding the composition of units that will take part in the
EX. Detailed movement information will be provided via the National Detailed Deployment
Plans (DDP) and Multinational Detailed Deployment Plans (MNDDP) to the National
Movement Coordination Centre (NMCC) of HN in order for them to inform own national
military authorities as well as other designated POC on planned and actual movements of
foreign forces on HN territory.

d. Forces will submit to the HN MOD a (diplomatic) Requests for Permission to Deploy not
later than 15 days prior to entering the Receiving State (RS) territory.

e. DDPs and MNDDPs will act as first notification to the HN for the movement of Forces.

f.  The HN will authorise during the EX the entry and exit of all participating units to and from
territorial waters and national air space including the use of assigned harbours and airfields.

g. For road movements, the Forces will use the Road Movement (ROADMOV) Forms (as
specified in AMovP-3(B)) for the submission of the following messages not later than 15 days
prior to entering the RS territory:

(1) Movement Bid (MOVBID)
(2) Movement Credit (MOVCRED)
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(3) Notification of Movement (MOVNOTIF)
(4) Forecast of Movements (MOVFORCAST)

h. Road movements are subject to the relevant HN regulations. NATO-owned vehicles and
SN military vehicles must be self-insured.

i.  Air movements will be conducted in conformity with HN regulations for civilian air traffic
control as well as for military operational traffic.

j- The Forces will provide personnel to co-ordinate, through the NMCC, all logistics
activities with local civil authorities and at ports of embarkation/ports of debarkation
(POE/POD) and Cross Border points, as required.

3.8 Security and disclosure of classified information and material

The procedures for storage, handling, transmitting and safeguarding of all classified information
and material held, used, generated, supplied or exchanged during the EX, are set out in Article 1X
of “the MOU” in accordance with the applicable national laws and regulations to the extent that
they provide a degree of protection no less stringent than that is provided for NATO classified
material and information as set forth in C-M (2002)49 and subsequent amendments and AC/35-N
(2013).

3.9 Mortuary affairs

a. In the case of the death of a member of the Forces on HN territory while in transit or
during the EX, the HN Registry Officer where the death occurred will be notified. The death
certificate will be issued in accordance with the laws and regulations of the HN.

b. If the HN national authority requires an autopsy, the autopsy will be performed by a
doctor designated by that authority. The HN will coordinate with NATO Operational Command
(ARCC) prior to performing an autopsy or processing the remains to maximize compliance
with SN regulation. A military doctor of the international HQ or Forces concerned may attend
the autopsy in accordance with laws and regulations of HN.

c. Upon notification by the HN military authorities, the military authorities of the deceased
person’'s Forces will assume custody of the remains for disposal. The repatriation of the
remains will take place in accordance with HN regulations and their receiving by the SN in
accordance with its own applicable regulations.

d. Forces will accept responsibility for all costs involved. HN guaranties an access to all
documentations (certificate of death, autopsy results, etc) related to procedures of diseased
personnel and on request provides all necessary copies of the documents to Forces.

3.10 Public Relations

The Participants will coordinate Public Affairs (PA) policy and representation for the Exercise. All
activites will be coordinated between HN Information and Public Relations Directorate,
represented in the (J)HNSCC, and ARRC designated party. Releases to the media will be decided
in advance between the Participants.
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PART FOUR
SUPPLIES AND SERVICES

4.1 The Forces are responsible for their own logistic support. However, the HN will provide
support to the greatest extent possible, based on national priorities, capabilities and available
resources as listed at Annex C to this TA and agreed in the SOR.

4.2 Supplies, services and facilities will be provided, under HN’s operational command, on the
basis of reimbursement in accordance with the provisions of this TA (Annex C) and applicable
STANAGS.

4.3 The Forces will be responsible for the maintenance and repair of their equipment. Repair and
recovery services may be made available by the designated military establishments, according
to their availability and on a reimbursement basis. As a general rule, they will not supply spare
parts.

4.4 Any problems with the provision of support from military sources will be resolved by the HN
within their respective levels of responsibility and in accordance with the SOR.

4.5 Communications and Information

a. General. The HN will provide access to existing CIS resources, including but not limited to
the required bandwidth and frequency ranges as necessary for the exercise, along with
access to commercial internet. it will permit Allied Forces to use its own static and deployable
military radio/telephone systems and facilities and if required, allow them to utilize services
available from Military Communications Centre. A telephone directory prepared in English and
containing the telephone numbers of relevant POCs will be made available. The Allied Forces
will inform the HN on its use of strategic Satellite Communication. The HN will provide
concertina wires for the establishment of Class | and Class |l areas and guards for the Class
Il entrance. Mobile phone compartments are to be provided for Class | and Class Il storage.
The HN is responsible for the installation of room dividers or other temporary means to
configure otherwise suitable facilities to the requested needs

b. Radio Frequency Spectrum. The HN will make the Radio Frequency Spectrum (RFS)
available for the SN/NATO Commander to the maximum extent possible and free of any cost.
For planning purposes and based on requirements of the NATO Commander, the HN will
provide a frequency allotment for the Allied Forces prior to deployment. The procedures for
RFS coordination is set forth in ACP 190 NATO supplements.

PART FIVE
FINAL PROVISIONS

5.1 Commencement
a. Allthe Annexes are integral part of this TA

b. This TA will enter into effect on the date upon which the HN has informed the COM
JFCNP about the completion of its relevant internal procedures for this TA coming into
effect.

c. MNHQs and SNs are invited to accept the provisions on this TA by either a NOA or
a SOl (template at Annex D). MNHQ and SNs will develop SORs, which detail
specifically the support to be provided to each deployed entity, as required.
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5.2 Amendment

The TA can be amended or supplemented at any time in writing by mutual consent of the
Participants. Any such amendment or modification will become effective in accordance with the
provision of above par. 5.1 b.

5.3 Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute regarding the interpretation or application of this TA and its Annexes will be resolved
between the Participants at the lowest possible level and will not be referred to any national or
international tribunal or any other third party for settlement. For the purpose of interpretation only
the English version of this TA is authoritative.

5.4 Termination
a. The TA will remain in effect until all commitments have been fulfilled.
b. Either Party may terminate this TA by giving a 30 days prior written notice.

c. The end and/or termination of this TA does not release the Participants from the
fulfilment of all their commitments contracted during the execution of the TA.

DEFINITIONS, TERMS, ACRONYMS AND ABBREVIATIONS

Unless a meaning is specified within this TA, the “NATO glossary of terms and definitions (AAP-6)’
will apply.

a. Allied Deployment and Movement System (ADAMS): ADAMS is a NATO strategic
movement planning software tool that allows creating a multinational movement plan.

b. Detailed Deployment Plan (DDP): The DDP is the ADAMS data-file of what, where, when
and how things are moving. For each nation the DDP is organized by unit and the movement
components of each unit. For each movement component the DDP includes the list of personnel,
equipment and supplies; and the Mode of Transportation (MOT), Lines of Communications (LOCs)
and movement schedule. The Multinational DDP_(MDDP) is the collated and de-conflicted
combination of all national DDPs.

c. Forces: All components of a NATO-led force, to include all personnel, animals, material,
and provisions, together with any civilian components of such forces as defined in the NATO
SOFA, Paris Protocol and PfP or other nations participating under the NATO lead. The term also
includes all ships, aircraft, vehicles, stores, equipment, and ammunition, as well as all air, land and
sealift movement resources, together with their support services.

d. Force Protection (FP). All measures taken and means used to minimize the vulnerability
of personnel, facilities, equipment and activities to any threat and in all situations, to preserve
freedom of action and the operational effectiveness of the force.

e. Host Nation (HN): For the purposes of this Technical Arrangement is The Hellenic
Republic.
f. Host Nation Support (HNS): HNS is civil and military assistance rendered in peace, crisis

or conflict by a HN to NATO and/or other forces and NATO organisations which are located on,
operating on/from, or in transit through the HN's territory.

g. (Joint) Host Nation Support Coordination Cell ((JJHNSCC): The task-group consisting of
Host Nation officers It has overall responsibility coordinate the provision of HN support and
services to the participants.

h. International Military Headquarters. International Military Headquarters in the NATO
integrated command structure or that have been granted that status by the NAC/DPC. Includes
activities that maybe temporary detachments or units of the Headquarters.

i. Multinational Headquarters (MNHQs). Headquarters with personnel from more than one
nation formed by arrangement of participating nations and under NATO command and control.

j- MOVBID: Is a request for a vehicle movement credit. It is to be submitted when required to
meet provisions in Chapter 5 of AMovP-1.
k. MOVFORCAST: Form to inform national military authorities on planned movements

of foreign (NATO Forces), which will cross their borders and/or forecasting the transport
requirements of these forces.

I. MOVNOTIF: Message that might be required by a Host Nation - National Movement
Coordination Centre (NMCC) in order to inform the own national military authorities as well as
other designated Point of Contact) on planned/ actual movements of foreign forces on HN territory.
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m. Movement Credit: The National Movement Coordination Center (NMCC) or appointed
authority on whose territory the movement starts will grant the Road Movement Credit (See
AMovP-1(B) Chapter 5) by using the same report format as for Road Movement Bid (MOVBID).

n. National Headquarters. Headquarters of national forces under NATO command and
control.

o. NATO Commander: A military commander in the NATO chain of command (AAP-6).

p. NATO Common Funding: Funding provided by NATO nations to defray NATO Common
Costs, such as the Exercise budget specifically determined and allocated for the purposes of the
Exercise which can be used in accordance with the Overall NATO Exercise Concept.

q. NATO Organisations. Headquarters and organised units of forces under NATO command
and control.

r. Note of Accession (NOA): A document indicating the intent of a SN to participate in
arrangements for HNS under the provisions of this MOU/TA for a specified NATO-led military
activity.

s. Participants — Ministry of National Defence (MOD) of the Hellenic Republic and
Headquarters Allied Joint Force Command Naples.

t. Sending Nation (SN): A nation or HQ and its elements deploying its forces, supplies and/or
national components of multinational forces and requesting the use of HN logistic and other
support during transit through or employment on the HN's territory (MC 334/2), as defined in Annex
F of this TA.

u. Statement_of Intent (SOI): A document indicating a SN's intent to participate in
arrangements for HNS under the provisions of this TA, but subject to certain specific reservations.
The HN will confirm whether or not the reservations are acceptable for the provision of HNS.

V. Statement of Requirement (SOR): A document prepared by SN's or NATO commander,
detailing forces and equipment to be deployed with the relating facilities, supplies and services
required, when known, it will contains in its annexes all limitations/shortfalls of HNS requested.

w. Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA): An agreement whereby the States participants to the
Agreement define in advance the rights and obligations, privileges, immunities and facilities which
the forces and their members will enjoy when present on the territory (ies) of another State(s) party
(ies) to the Agreement (MC 334/2).

X. Replacement in_Kind: An exchange transaction conducted under this TA in which the
Receiving Party replaces logistic support, supplies and services which it has received with logistic
support, supplies and services of an identical, or substantially identical, nature. Replacement in
Kind of equipment, spares, and consumables other than fuel, will follow the procedures outlined in
STANAG 3381.

y. Technical Arrangement (TA): A follow-on bilateral arrangement for a specified NATO
military activity. It details the responsibilities and procedures for the provision of HNS by the HN to
the NATO Commander and SN(s). The TA supplements the MOU and supports the development
of concise JIA's.

z Transit Agreement: An agreement whereby the States participants to the Agreement define
in advance the rights and obligations, privileges, immunities and facilities which the forces, their
members and goods will enjoy when present on or transiting through the territory(ies) of another
State(s) party(ies) to the Agreement. A Transit Agreement may, in general terms, serve as a SOFA
however, a SOFA, in principle, will contain more defined and refined provisions.

In accordance with NATO’s Bi-SC Collective Training and Exercise Directive 75-3, the HN will
provide support to the greatest extent possible on the basis of national legislation, national
priorities and the actual capabilities and available resources of the HN. HNS may be rendered on
a reimbursable basis, to include direct financial reimbursement, replacement in kind and/or equal
value exchange and may include provision at no cost.

Fire protection for exercise facilities and personnel;

Emergency medical services and Role 1 medical services, including emergency dental care
and evacuation from Role 1 to higher levels of HN medical support by military means;

Geographical maps and handbook of rules, regulations and procedures, including
environmental protection for the usage of Training Areas;

Contracting assistance by HN military personnel ;
Access to, and use of training ranges;
Customs clearances;

. Access to military and civilian APODs and SPODs; usage fees may apply according to the

proprietary status of these facilities.
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2. Reimbursabie HNS. Upon request, without prejudice to the services provided free of charge,
the HN will provide the following support on a reimbursable basis (Charges will be at the same
rates chargeable to the HN forces):

a. Military accommodation, office space, meeting rooms inside fixed buildings and tents,
included stretches/field beds;

b. Medical services beyond Role 1, non-emergency dental care and use of civilian HN
MEDEVAC assets unless reimbursable through other means ( eg. EHIC membership);

¢. Materials and equipment necessary for the installation of the temporary facilities required
for the exercise needs;

d. Purchase of consumable supplies;
e. Rental/purchase of non-military equipment when military equipment is unavailable;
f. Messing at military facilities belonging to the Hellenic Armed Forces;

g. Installation of room dividers or other temporary modifications to configure otherwise suitable
facilities to the requested needs;

h. Installation of Forces CIS and administrative equipment;

i. Telephone and other communications services;

j. Usage of electricity, water (bulk and bottled), sewage and other utilities;
k. Laundry and cleaning service, mobile toilets, sanitary containers;

I.  Hire of temporary civilian personnel;

m. Rental of commercial facilities, when military facilities are unavailable, or unsuitable,
included moral welfare tents;

n. Commercial services;

0. Waste removal,

p. Environmental damages clearance;

q. Hazardous material disposal;

r. Concertina and/or barbed wire;

s. POL and associated products for vehicles and HVAC systems;

t.  Ground military transportation and handling;

u. Rental ground civilian transportation and handling if military assets are unavailable;
v. Repair and recovery facilities and services;

w. Engineer stores;

x. Targets and incremental services at training ranges as requested;
y. Rented Forklifts and Container Handling Equipment;

z. Storage of ammunition,

aa. Recovery of UXO.

3 In addition, upon request, the HN will assist in the recommendation of local contracts for
services, beyond the capabilities of the HN depicted in paragraphs 1 and 2 above. The
financial costs of such contracts remain a responsibility of the requesting Forces.
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4 At the end of the Exercise, the HN will send all invoices to the relevant Forces. The latter
invoices will be accompanied by the signed documents for those provisions / services.

5 The HN will not incur any financial liability on behalf of the NATO Commander or SNs, unless
specifically requested to do so in advance by an authorised representative, and unless
responsibility for payment of the expenses is accepted.

6 Should SN resign from jointly decided supplies and services, after the HN has expended funds
to furnish the support accepted in a SOR, the SN will be responsible to reimburse the HN for
these costs.

TAX AND CUSTOMS PROCEDURES

General

1.

The supply of goods or services within the territory of the Host Nation intended for the
armed forces of any States which is a party to the North Atlantic Treaty, and for
NATO International Headquarters, that are present on the territory of the Host Nation for
the needs of the Exercise, benefit of an exemption from VAT by the dispositions of
paragraph ¢) and d) of article 151 of the European Union Council directive 2006/112/EC
of 28 November in the provisions and limits fixed by the Host Nation in this TA.
Pursuant to the article Xl of the NATO SOFA equipment (including transportation
assets), supplies, products, and materials used by Forces temporarily imported into and
exported from the territory in connection with the Exercise are exempt from all duties,
taxes and fees. . Customs procedures will be determined in accordance with the
NATO/PFP SOFA, as applicable.

Supplies and services other than fuel, oil and lubricants, purchased directly from
civilian/commercial sources will be free of all taxes, duties, including VAT. All duties and
taxes, including VAT, associated to fuel, oil and lubricants purchased directly from
civilian/commercial sources will be reimbursed in accordance with applicable HN
regulations.

Pursuant to Article VI “Financial Provisions” of the MOU, regarding the supplies and
services to be provided by or through HN for the purpose of the Exercise, the following
rules will apply: where complete exemption of taxes, duties, fees and similar charges is
not possible, charges will not be levied to a higher rate than applied to HN armed forces
and will not include administrative or overhead surcharges, but may reflect adjustments
due to delivery schedules points of delivery or similar considerations.

On the assumption that inadvertently a tax or duty associated to supplies and services
purchased directly from civilian/commercial sources is charged, a reimbursement
procedure will be established after consultations between the Participants concerned.
Upon its completion, this procedure will give rise within a reasonable time to the Tax
reimbursement.

Procedures for tax exemptions according to the provisions of Article VI, of the MOU and
Part 3 of this TA for the supplies of goods and services purchased in the Hellenic Republic
by the ARRC and SNs for the purposes of the Exercise will be provided by the Host
Nation. No exoneration from VAT will be granted for purchases designated to satisfy
personal needs or not attributable to the Exercise.

Tax exemptions to Forces (acting on behalf of NATO) will be applied directly, except for
POL, and invoices will be issued without taxes at the moment of the purchase (or import)
of goods and/or services, provided that Forces give the vendor or supplier (or customs)
the document issued according the rules set by the Ministry of Finance of the Hellenic
Republic, confirming that those goods and services are acquired (imported) on behalf of
NATO. HN will take all necessary steps to facilitate that such document will be available to
Forces in a timely manner.

Tax exemptions to SN will be applied:

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a. Directly and invoices will be issued without taxes on the moment of purchase
(or import) of goods and/or services, if SN competent authority beforehand will inform in
writing Ministry of Finance of the Hellenic Republic that SN applies tax exemptions directly
to the armed forces of the HN (reciprocity principle) and, if on the moment of purchase (or
import) of goods and/or services SN provides to the vendor or supplier (or customs) the
document issued by HN (or by the competent authority) confirming that those goods and
services are acquired (imported) by SN for the purpose of the Exercise;

b. By reimbursing taxes paid by SN, according to the procedures set in the HN laws and
regulations. The HN will provide to SN all required information about applicable
reimbursement procedures.
